c) Notes to the Financial Statements;

(4) Once approved by the Board of Trustees, the Chief Executive Officer shall circulate the General Report and the Programmes to the members, financiers, and sponsors and shall release the said report in at least two media of largest circulation in Mozambique.

CHAPTER I

Name, nature, duration, Head office and purpose

ARTICLE 1

(Name and Nature)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, hereinafter referred to as Lurdes Mutola Foundation, LMF or simply Foundation, is a non-profitable legal entity of private right and of foundational kind, endowed with juristic personality and of general public utility.
(2) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, shall be governed by these By Laws, their regulations and any other applicable legislation.
ARTCLE 2

(Duration and Head Office)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation shall be established for undetermined time.

(2) The Head Office of Lurdes Mutola Foundation, shall be in Maputo City, however it may open any ways of representation where it is deemed necessary to discharge its duties.
(3) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation may move its Head Office by simple deliberation of the Board of Trustees, after favourable    opinion by the Audit Board.
ARTCLE 3

(Purpose)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, aims at:

(a) Conducting, promoting and sponsoring development actions in the sport, culture and social fields;

(b) Developing and supporting the activities that its organs deem as being the most adequate to respond what is expressed in the document "Maria de Lurdes Mutola Manifesto".

(2) Without prejudice to discharge of other duties inherent to achievement of its goals the Lurdes Mutola Foundation may:

(a)  Collect, systematize, review and release documentation on both local and international studies on sports and social development;

(b) Stimulate the strengthening of institutional and organizational capacity of sport association, local organizations, sport and recreational clubs, in view of their sustainability and achievement of their goals;

(c) Conduct, organize, sponsor and promote training actions through training courses, workshops, lectures and conferences on sport and social development;

(d) Conduct, organize, and promote debates on issues of sport development, cultural promotion and entertainment through conferences, colloquiums, lectures and consultations;

(e) Conduct, sponsor and promote editorial activities on sports, culture, women, economics and society;

(f) Provide support to procurement of species, specialized and general bibliographies to both public and school specialized libraries;

(g) Fund, sponsor and build public spaces for the development of the practise sport gym and sport activities, entertainment, hearing and other public interests; 

(h) Establish periodical Prizes to be awarded to either individuals or teams that outstand in pursuance of sport development actions for sport, social and economical and cultural development.

ARTICLE 4

(Cooperation with public entities)
In performance of its activities, which will focus uniquely to the purpose of public utility, the Lurdes Mutola Foundation shall follow as standing norm of performance provided that is duly authorized, the cooperation with Government and municipalities entities, in the field of sport, culture and education, with other legal entities of public utility, as well as with universities, institutes, organizations, associations, scientific and cultural institutions, sports and cultural clubs, federations and sports associations, seeking for the interaction with other non profitable entities, to maximize the cost-efficiency in the use of equity and further resources.

CHAPTER II

Juristic capacity and assets

ARTICLE 5

(Juristic capacity)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, may perform all acts required to achieve its goals and to the management of its assets, acquiring, charging and disposing any kind of goods, in terms provided in Law.

(2) Charging or disposal of properties depends on favourable opinion of the Board of Trustees of Lurdes Mutola Foundation.

ARTICLE 6

(Assets)

(1) The assets of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation shall be as follows:

(a) A seed Fund of two thousand and two hundred millions Meticais from contributions in cash of the founding members;

(b) The goods to be acquired on pretence of charge or free of charge, in the late case, the acceptance must depend on the compatibility of the status or responsibility with the goals of the Foundation. 

(2) In addition to the assets mentioned in the number above, the Lurdes  Mutola Foundation shall have the following assets:

(a) The monthly membership fee and the annual fee to be paid by the founding members and permanent members of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(b) The revenues of any initiative generating income promoted by Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(c) All movable and immovable properties, acquired for its functioning and installation or with income from investment of equities;

(d) Any subsidies, donations, inheritances, legacies, grants of local or international public or private entities, and all properties that Lurdes Mutola Foundation, come upon in pretence of charge or free of charge, in this cases, the acceptance must depend on the compatibleness with the goals of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation.

ARTICLE 7

(Financial Administration)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation enjoys full financial autonomy.

(3) In pursuance of its goals, The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, may:

(a) Acquire, disposal or charge at any pretence of movable and immovable property;

(b) Accept any donations, inheritance or legacies, without prejudice to provision under Article 6 (2) (b);
(c) Borrow Money and provide securities, within the framework of optimisation and valorisation of its assets and of realization of its goals;

(d) invest and make other financial applications both in Mozambique and abroad.

CHAPTER III

Founding Members

ARTICLE 8

(Founding Members)

(1) Maria de Lurdes Mutola shall be the Patron Founding Member. The Foundation was named after her and has been the author of the document "Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes Mutola" the base subject for the sustaining of the grounds of Lurdes Mutola Foundation.

(2) The Patron Founder shall hold the permanent position of the Chairperson of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation.
ARTICLE 9

(Membership)

(1) An unlimited number of both individuals and legal entities may become members of Lurdes Mutola Foundation, who as such are admitted to collaborate in the achievement of its goals and subscribe the Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes Mutola.  

(2) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation shall consist of the following categories of membership:

(a) Founding Members;

(b) Permanent Members; 

(c) Honorary Members.
(3) Founding Member is any subscriber to the "Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes   Mutola" who has also contributed to the constitution to seed Fund for The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, and also the permanent Members admitted at the constituent Assembly.

(4) In case of death, drop out, interdiction, disqualification of a member, it will be for membership to elect his/her proxy, preferable, among the members who have been permanent subscribers of the document "Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes Mutola". For this purpose two third of votes are required from eligible members or proxies.

(5) The notice for Election meeting is given by the Chairperson of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation thirty (30) days after certification of those statuses.

(6) Permanent member is any local or foreign citizen, who having subscribed the document  "Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes Mutola", provides support to the activities of Lurdes Mutola Foundation, file an application and based on it is admitted.

(7) Honorary member to Lurdes Mutola Foundation, is a local or foreign invited personality or legal entity who, has been developing activities or actions that have contributed directly or indirectly, in relevant way to achieve the goals of Lurdes Mutola Foundation, accepts the invitation extended by the Board of Trustees of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation.

ARTICLE 11

(Rights of the Membership)

(1) The Lurdes Mutola Foundation Membership shall be entitled to:

(a) Participate in the initiatives promoted by Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(b) Collaborate in the realization of goals pursuit Lurdes Mutola Foundation; 

(c)  Suggest actions aiming at streamlining of the realization of the goals of Lurdes Mutola Foundation; 

(d) Be brief on regular basis on progress Lurdes Mutola Foundation; 

(e) Go to the Head Office and benefit from the established privileges;

(f) To Bear a membership card and certificate and wear the Lurdes Mutola Foundation budge;   

(2) The specific rights of founding and permanent member shall be as follows:

(a) Attend and vote at the general Board Meeting of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(b) Elect and being elected for the social bodies;

(c) Move proposition for the admission of members in terms of the By Laws;

(d) Proxy another permanent member in his right of vote at Meeting of the Board of Trustees. Only one absent member can be appoint a proxy.

(3) The Rules of Procedures shall establish the norms and procedures to be followed in the execution of the rights.

ARTICLE 12

(Duties of Membership)

(a) Respect, enforce and cater for compliance with norms and principles defined in the statutes and regulations of the Lurdes Mutola (b) Collaborate in the activities of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(c) Perform with zealous and dedication the duties to which are elected or appointed;

(d) Pay the monthly fee and the annual fee; 

(e) Keep the secrecy on matters that are defined as confidential by the competent bodies and in the terms of regulation;

(f) Dignify the duty of membership.

ARTICLE 13

(Loss of Membership)

(1) The membership shall be lost by those who:

(a) Resign;

(b) Delay the payments of Monthly fees and annual fees for more than six months and two consecutive years respectively;

(c) Breach the social duties as well as those whose conduct seems to be contrary to the statutory purposes of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation;

(2) The Board of Trustees shall have power to the exclusion of membership.

CHAPTER IV

Organs and Powers

ARTICLE 14

(Organs)

The following organs of the Foundation are hereby established:

(a) The Chairperson of the Foundation;

(b) The Board of Trustees;

(c) The Audit Board;

(d) The General Board.

ARTICLE 15

(The Chairperson of Foundation)

(1) The first Chairperson of the Foundation shall be Maria de Lurdes Mutola who shall discharge permanently that position.

(2) In future, the Chairperson of the Foundation shall be elected by the Board of Trustees among the membership by secret vote, for renewable terms of office of four years each.

(3) In all her absence and impediments the first Chairperson of the Foundation shall be replaced by the Deputy Chair.

ARTICLE 16

(Powers of the Chairperson of Foundation)

(1) The Chairperson of Foundation shall have power to:

(a)  Represent the Foundation;

(b) Convene and chair the Board of Trustee, with vote of quality;

 (c)  Issue internal rules for operation of the Foundation;

 (d) Organize and conduct the service and activities of the    Foundation;

(e) Ensure the day-to-day management, preparing and executing the deliberations by its organs.
(2) The Chair can be assisted directly by an officer holding the position of Chief Executive Officer.

ARTICLE 17

(Composition and Meetings of the Board of Trustees)
(1) The Board of Trustees shall consist of the Chairperson and Deputy Chair of Foundation and plus three members.
(2) With exception of provision under Article 11 (1), the term of office of the members of the Board of Trustees is five (5), renewable.

(3) The members of the Board of Trustees shall be appointed by Maria de Lurdes Mutola at the act of establishment.

(4) In future, the seats that will be vacant for any reason and those that should be vacated for the end of the term of office shall be filled up 

by co-option, of the Board of Trustees among other Advisers.

(5) The Board of Trustees meets regularly once a month and extraordinarily as many times as the Chairperson deems necessary.

ARTICLE 18

(Powers of the Board of Trustees)

(1) The Board of Trustees shall have power to perform all required actions to the pursuit of the purposes of the Foundation, having available widest management powers.

(2) For the execution of provision under the number above, the Board of Trustees shall have power specially to:

(a)  Schedule the activities of the Foundation, namely through the budgeting and development of annual plan of activities;

(b) Approve, by 31 December of each calendar year, the balance sheet and financial statement;

(c) Manage and dispose freely of the assets of the Foundation, in the terms of Law e By Laws;

(d) Provide any financial fund that seem convenient to the good management of the assets of the Foundation and transfer for the very same the domain, possession or administration of any goods that are part of the said assets;  

(e) Appoint proxy or delegate any of its members the representation of the Board and the performance of one or some of its powers.

ARTICLE 19

(Bindingness of Foundation)

The foundation shall undertake:

By signature of the Chairperson of the Foundation or by the joint signature of two members of the Board of Trustees, one of them shall be a proxy appointed by the Chairperson for that purpose:

(a) By signature of one member   of the Board of Trustees in discharge of the powers delegated to him by deliberation of the Organ;

(b) By the individual or joint signature of one or more proxies, as stipulated in the respective powers of attorney issued by the Board of Trustees.

ARTICLE 20

(Composition and Meetings of the Audit Board)

(1) The Audit Board shall consist of three members, elected by General Board, who among themselves will elect a Chairperson.

(2) Provided that the financial position and the resources of the Foundation do justify and allow, the General Board shall elect a society of official revisers of accounts to hold one of the seats of the member to Audit Board.

(3) The term of office for the Audit Board members shall be  five (5) calendar year long, renewable one time only.

(4) The first members of the Audit Board shall be appointed in terms of the transitional provisions of these By Laws.

(5) The Audit Board shall meet regularly, one time quarterly, and extraordinarily the number of times required.
ARTICLE 21

(Powers of the Audit Board)

(1) The audit Board shall have power to:

(a) Verify the strict observance of Bookkeeping and accounting records, as well as the vouchers;

(b) Verify, whenever the Audit Board deem it suitable and for the reputation adequate, the existence of goods or valuables belonging to the Foundation;

(c) Develop an annual Progress Report on its action of oversight and draft a view on balance sheet and financial statement, submitted to the Board of Trustees by December each calendar year. 

(2) The members of the Audit Board will conduct, jointly or separately at any season of the year the inspections and Verifying acts which they deem suitable for the full discharge of their duties.

ARTICLE 22

(Composition and Meetings of the General Board)

(1) The Chair of the general Board shall hold permanent position.

(2) The General Board shall consist of the Chairperson, who will chair with quality vote, and by a variable number of advisers not less than fifteen (15).

(3) The position of Advisers is permanent.

(4) The first Advisers are the granters at the act of establishment of the Foundation.

(5) The Chair of the general Board shall appoint freely other Advisers among panel of wise in the cultural, sport, political and economical and social fields.

1) The General Board meets regularly in plenary, one time annually, and extraordinarily, the number of times that the Chair deems suitable.

The General Board may run by sections, established by the initiative of the Chair, whenever it is not performance of powers mentioned in Article 23 (2) (a), (e) and (d) and Article 26 (3).

ARTICLE 23

(Powers of the General Board)

(1) The general Board shall be the Organ in charge of giving general guidance, which will chair the activity of the Foundation and on all other issues, related to these and on which the Chairperson or the Board of Trustees must hear the opinion of the Advisers.

(2) The General Board shall have power to:

(a) Draft view, by 15 February every calendar year, on budget and plan of activities of the Foundation for the next year, which should be submitted by the Board of trustees no later than January;

(b) Draft view on specific initiatives whose project is submitted to General Board;

(c) Draft view on modification of the By Laws or extinction of the Foundation;

(d) Elect members of the Board of Trustees and Audit Board;

Perform all other powers that are granted by the By Laws.

CHAPTER V

(Final and transitional provisions)

ARTICLE 24

(Modification of the By Laws or extinction of the of the Foundation)

(1) The Board of Trustees shall have power to deliberate on modification of By Laws, as well as the extinction of the Foundation, under non-binding opinion of General Board.

(2) In case of voluntary extinction of the Foundation, the goods of its assets will have the destiny that board of Trustees will grant in the light of realization of purpose for which it was establish.

ARTICLE 25

(Free character of the discharge of duties)

The discharge of duties by members of the organs of the Foundation shall be  free of charge. They shall not be entitled to any retribution for discharging their duties.

ARTICLE 26

(Discharge of members of the organs of the Foundation from their posts)

(1) The Chairperson of the Foundation, two members of the Board of Trustees, the Audit Board or fifteen (15) Advisers shall have, separately, legitimacy to request, at the General Board the Discharge of any member of the Board of Trustees from his/her post who is charged with any of the following situations:

(a) Expressed and reiterated disrespect of the statutory goals of the foundations;

(b) Fraudulent or guilty dealings that impair to the good name or assets of the Foundation;

(c) Absence without apologies to more than five (5) consecutive meetings or teen (10) interpolated throughout the term of office. 

(2)  The number above is applicable with the required adaptations to the discharge of the members of Audit Board from their posts.

(3) The Advisers can be dismissed from that position by deliberation of the respective Organ, taken in secret scrutiny by majority of two third of the present members.

Grounds

The idea of establishing Lurdes Mutola Foundation is by Maria de Lurdes Mutola who intend, with this gesture, to contribute towards the Mozambique social development having as priority stimulus and promotion of practice of sports within the Mozambican society.

This initiative aims at providing facilities so that the practice of sports is accessible to the majority of community and that children benefit largely from the infrastructure assets made available for the development of sports.

With this gesture, Maria de Lurdes Mutola, express her wish of continuing with abnegated and successful duty of promoting sport in Mozambique at all levels, associated with tireless efforts of developing Mozambique and build society in peace and reconciliation and poverty free.

The achievements of Maria de Lurdes Mutola as well as her patriotism are remarkable.

The victories of this athlete, Mozambique national, are result of the strong internal and international solidarity movement that she benefits, and she believe that, with her experience, it is possible to provide mechanisms to streamline and extend this movement that has brought hope, confidence and moreover, the national pride.

We have seen the Mozambique flag hoisted among the Olympic and world champions flagpoles.

Today Mozambique is known as Lurdes Mutola's land- the Mozambican young girl that has been around the world and shared the message of talent, confidence and peace throughout the world.

Lurdes Mutola Foundation will be a non-profitable legal entity of private right, with juristic personality, devoted for social, collective and public purposes organized as Foundation.

It will be, from legal stand of view, a legal entity which shall have as essential element the existence of assets which will be full time available to the realization of a given altruist purpose indicated in the By Laws.

The Foundation is, as a rule, establish by willing of her founder, Maria de Lurdes Mutola (Patron) through the Manifesto, of public deed, and yet by legislative act through which the capacity of subject to Law with juristic personality is granted.

It is worth yet to stress that the initiative enjoys the unconditional support by the Head of State, Cabinet, Prime Minister and other Mozambican personalities, such as Dr. Mário Machungo as per the attached declarations.

Complying with the legal nature and purposes, The Lurdes Mutola Foundation, classifies itself as a national wide institution, that pursuit social and humanitarian goals, intervening, mainly, in the fields of social welfare work (children, youth, old people, in view of their integration), education, sports, culture, survey and research in the related areas.

The establishment of the Lurdes Mutola Foundation is a task that should not be limited to the individual efforts of the proponent of the initiative, but should involve all Mozambican society committed to ideals of Mutola translated into her Manifesto, whereby she affirms herself as being great allied of the principles of peace, social justice, democracy, equal opportunities and sensitive to poverty situation which still affects the Mozambican community.

The citizen Maria de Lurdes Mutola, intends to associate herself to Mozambique and foreign Nationals in order to establish a Foundation that will enable the channelling the resources for the development of actions aiming to social and economical development of Mozambique.

The achievements and Name of Maria de Lurdes Mutola will be clearly identified in both Mozambique and abroad, therefore an initiative that pursuit the ideals of Maria de Lurdes Mutola is encouraged at both level of associates, as well as within the beneficiaries.   

Maria de Lurdes Mutola   has been supporting the Mozambican sports for a number of years both through the clubs and directly to the athletes and intends to provide further support through a philanthropic institution that shall meet the challenges of the competitiveness worldwide.

She is a Mozambique national, athlete and sportswoman who coherently and earnestly, fought for the international promotion of her country; a Mozambican woman interested in the building of the nation where the preservation of national identity is conjugated with the building of a society of social justice, equal opportunities and national reconciliation.

A World citizen actively involved in the promotion of more justice in the relations between peoples and in the real universalization   of the respect for human rights, what can be found in the manifesto.

It is intended, therefore to establish an institution of technical, scientific, cultural and social character committed essentially to promotion, dissemination and support to national sports.

Manifesto on Maria de Lurdes Mutola

When the Mozambique Flag is hoisted in the international stadiums, when our anthem is played in world ceremonies my Mozambican heart shakes in emotion. Likewise the millions of my country mates are touched to the heart. With same pride, same feeling of  brotherhood.

When I climb the podium I know I am not alone. All Mozambican are together with me, united without any distinction.

We do not only win a race. We win the faithlessness, the lack of self-confidence. We win the condemnation of poverty, the exclusion and isolation. That is the determination that needs to rocket at any time in our lives. 

Mainly our youth need to have a dream, need to commit themselves with full soul to constructive causes,

However, nothing happens without the solidarity participation of the others. If I have grown up as a person and as an athlete it is because I enjoyed some support which without them I could not have managed to become a champion. I will never forget the relevance of that support, I will not either forget who supported me. What we call patriotic feeling is born in that mutual support, it is from that care that grants us the idea of being one big family covered by the same flag.

For all these reasons, now I would like to assume the responsibility of helping others in making their dreams come true, I would like to support those who intend to develop themselves and the country. I would also like to help to who wish to help Mozambique. For this purpose I have decided to establish a Foundation that will drive forward a solidarity movement of mutual help, an open and innovating Foundation, based on clear principles of ethics, democracy and transparency.

A Lurdes Mutola Foundation would be an instrument for social and philanthropic solidarity with altruist goals, able to gather efforts and direct them to for assistance in identification and promotion of new talents in the sports, social and economic fields. Many Mozambican are blessed with such talents however, due to their social status and shortage of assets at institutional level, those gifts are neither revealed nor fondled. The Lurdes Mutola Foundation would not only support individuals, but also teams that that outstand not only in their technical capabilities but in their moral attitude and in their capability to represent dignifiedly the Mozambican community.

The Foundation would help, in its turn, our country to be acknowledged as source of production of officials prepared technically and ethically.   Mozambique already has an invaluable capital as nation that produces history of peace and democracy building. The Foundation would extend its action to areas of poverty eradication, in promotion of sports and education activities, in combating AIDS in peace building and national reconstruction.

So, the Foundation would perform not only in the support to the material building, but also to the provision of setting for peace, justice and unity, required for the affirmation of our Mozambican citizenship free from complexes and bias.

In establishing a solidarity Foundation I am fulfilling a must of civic and patriotic consciousness, I am formalizing a tie of commitment to the land that saw me coming into the world and growing. I am sure that all will provide their contribution in pursuit of the goals of mutual support to which the Foundation is proposing itself to do.

Any one can contribute with ideas, feelings, projects, and resources.

I believe that with that support focused at social level more children, youth, and adults may have the facilities to see their talents developing. By supporting those talents we are building our own country. We are strengthening a nation that has proved to be able to get united in order to become independent. A nation that was able to build peace and democracy.

Wining is possible. All what we need is to be together, join the efforts and believe that we too can do it, as people and nation. Our strength is to get together and fight for the common good.

I would like to extend an invitation to all of you: Cabinet ministers, businessmen, local and international civil society who share with me this feeling, to join the efforts around this initiative.

I invite all individual peoples, civic association, all institutions both public and private to contribute so that this dream of mine can come true. Because I believe that, the building of better Mozambique is not an impossible task. It is in our fingertips   it only depend on our willingness and determination. Before climbing any international podium, the flag of country should be hoisted inside of   our hearts and our willing of building a better world.
